PURPOSE 
National Taiwan Normal University (NTNU) is committed to enhancing scholarly exchange and fostering collaborative links with academic institutions around the world. For this purpose NTNU is now inviting scholars at foreign universities to visit NTNU. Grants are available for application on a semiannual basis.
Eligibility
Applicants for the program must be:
“Full-time” faculty members, researchers (post-doctoral excluded) from foreign universities and internationally distinguished professionals in their specialized fields.
GRANT DISCRIPTION
Full Subsidies:

(a) round-trip airfare, economy class, direct route
(caps for reimbursement applicable according to the funding guidelines by National Science Council), 
(b) Single room accommodation with shared living room and kitchen facilities for up to 14 days (charges applicable for accompanying dependents and extended stays) and
(c) Access to NTNU facilities
Partial Subsidies:
(a) round-trip airfare, economy class, direct route

(caps for reimbursement applicable according to the funding guidelines by National Science Council) or
(b) Single room accommodation with shared living room and kitchen facilities for up to 14 days (charges applicable for accompanying dependents and extended stays) and
(c) Access to NTNU facilities
OBLIGATIONS
(a) To give at least one lecture or performance at NTNU
(b) To submit a short report (about 500 words) on the exchange experience at NTNU
APPLICATION PROCESS
(a) Contact interested department/institute/program for initial invitation
(b) Send a completed application form (as attached) to the host department, along with a CV, a 2-to-3-page detailed research proposal (with a description of how the applicant’s research would benefit from a visit to NTNU), one recommendation letter from an administrative officer who is in charge of the Exchange Program at applicant’s university and other documents requested by the host department via both e-mail and post/fax.
(c) The host department will submit the application to the Office of International Affairs before the deadlines. 
DEADLINES
(a) April 30 for visits from July to December
(b) October 31 for visits from January to June
EVALUATION & ANNOUNCEMENT
The International Programs Committee will review the applications and announce the decisions to both host departments and individual applicants in early December and late May respectively.
