International Summer School of Mongolian Studies
The program varies in terms of classroom studies, research, fieldwork, internship and extracurricular activities. The programs broaden your experience of learning in a new environment, gaining a new knowledge, living in a country where nomadic and modern life coexist and of establishing network with people of Mongolia. 

The International Summer School of Mongolian Studies

The International Summer School is organised by the Office for International Affairs jointly with the School of Social Sciences, School of Mongolian Language and Culture, School of Economic Studies, Faculty of Earth Science and Faculty of Biology. It composes of two courses: Mongolian Language and lectures in Mongolian Studies. In the summer of 2008, the school commences on 30 June and ends on 25 July. The summer school consists of 52 hours of Mongolian language classes and 22 hours of lectures in Mongolian studies. 
Mongolian language classes are held in English as well as in Mongolian. It will help you obtain language skills necessary for every day communication. During the course, you will learn about 400 new words, understand basic grammars and learn to speak common Mongolian language. The lectures are held in English and aim to introduce students to Mongolian history, culture, ethnic groups, nomadism and socio-economic and political life of modern Mongolia

Extracurricular Activities 

Sightseeing

The program starts with introduction to downtown and main places of attraction in Ulaanbaatar. Students enjoy exploring the city: banks where they can change money and traveller’s cheques, shops, black market, beer bars, nightclubs and disco clubs. In addition to that, students visit the Museum of History, Museum of Nature, Game Museum, Folklore Concert and Naadam festival. 

Tours 

Mongolia is a vast country and has an enormous amount of places of tourist attraction. During the summer school, students go to Uvur Zaisan NUM’s camp and Terelj National Park near Ulaanbaatar and Khar khorin, the ruin of the capital city of Mongol Empire in the 13th century. During the stay in the countryside students will taste Mongolian traditional meals, familiarise with nomads’ customs, visit herdsmen families and learn about co-existence of nomadic lifestyle with urbanized modern lifestyle. 
Visits to Organisations 

Depending on the interests and background of the students, the NUM offers visits to different organisations. In the past, the students visited Mongolian Gobi and Goyo Cashmere Apparel Companies, APU Mongolian spirit, water and juice producing company, Ulaanbaatar carpet company, Parliament, Constitutional and Supreme Court, small and medium enterprises such as felt product producing companies, handicrafts companies.

Private housing may cost between $ 250 and 1000 a month.
