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1. "NTNU Scholarship for International Students Program Guidelines" (below referred to as "the Guidelines").

2. This program aims to promote academic internationalization by way of encouraging and rewarding NTNU's international students who excel academically.

3. The amount of the scholarship is NT$10,000 per month per recipient. 

4. The number of recipients for each year is subject to the amount of funds allocated to NTNU by the MOE and follows the formula below:

5. Eligibility: 

 
(1) For undergraduate students, applicants must have taken a minimum of 16 credits each semester (or a minimum of 9 credits for students graduating this academic year). All applicants must have a final grade average for the previous semester of more than 70, and have no record of personal misconduct. 

 
(2) For graduate students, applicants must meet one of the following conditions: (a) have taken at least one course each semester or (b) have had their research proposal approved by their academic advisor. Scholarships may be awarded based upon condition (b) only once. In addition, all applicants must have a final grade average for the previous semester of at least 80, and have no record of personal misconduct.

6. Award period: The scholarship may be applied for twice a year. Awards are granted

on a monthly basis. The award period is from January to June or from July to December. Award payments are discontinued upon graduation or any other termination of studies.

7. Application deadline: Applicants are to submit the application form, a copy of transcripts for the previous semester, a letter certifying that no other NTNU scholarships are being received during the award period for this scholarship, and any other relevant application documents to their departmental offices within the first two weeks of the beginning of the semester.

8. Procedure for granting scholarships: 

 
(1) The number of scholarships available for each department are decided by a committee composed of the Dean of the Office of International Affairs and representatives of the various departments. 

 
(2) Each department selects which of their students are to receive a scholarship and submits the relevant application materials to the Office of International Affairs, where the applications are processed and reported to the Ministry of Education for issuance of the scholarship.

9. Individual departments, depending upon their teaching needs, may require its award recipients to do some work helping out in the department. How this is handled exactly is determined by each department. 

10. These guidelines and their amendments will take effect on the date they are approved by the President. 

This document has both Chinese and English versions. In the event of any discrepancies, the Chinese version shall prevail.
